Rates are a contribution each property owner 
makes towards the cost of providing services 
and facilities in the community. 

While rates are the primary source for funding 
of the Council's activities, they represent 
only 55.5% of the overall revenue for the 
Council.  Other sources of revenue include 
subsidies, fees and charges, and development 
contributions.

However, the Council 
receives subsidies from the New 
Zealand Transport Agency to support 
this expenditure.  In reviewing 
expenditure for 2010/11, the Council 
plans to reduce expenditure in the 
area of transportation.  For further 
information, see the Key Issues 
section of this Annual Plan.
